1. BACKGROUND

The Regulating Dam Free Flow Spillway (RDFS) construction project is executed in compliance with
the Project Concession Agreement (2002) by adhering to applicable components of the Agreement,
the Lao Laws, and the Applicable Environmental and Social Safeguard Policies or Guidelines used
during the construction of the NT2 Project

The Regulating Dam Free Flow Spillway (RDFS) and the main part of associated infrastructure
(irrigation channel, spoil areas, ete.) are constructed on NTPC Project Lands.

Eight (8) parcels of lands, either permanently or temporarily used by local villagers for gardening and
crops cultivation purpose have been identified, prior starting the works, inside the spoil disposal and

construction arcas of the RDFS (refer to the map attached as appendix 1 showing the surfaces and
locations of the 8 identified parcels).

The eight (8) Project Affected Households (PAHs) that have been impacted to different extents by the
RDFS construction have received compensation from NTPC, in accordance with and following the
NT2 compensation policics. During and at completion of the whole process, no gricvance from any
party was recorded by the Resettlement Management Unit, or NTPC.

2. PARCELS ON THE RIGHT BANK OF THE NAM KHATANG RIVER

Three (3) land parcels located cast of RN'T, in RDFS Spoil Disposal Area, were entirely included in
NTPC Concession Lands.

These 3 land parccls were carlicr compensated through “Land for Land compensation™ processed by
NTPC (o their respective owners. The former owners however were still using these parcels to
different extent, principally for gardening and crops cultivation.

3. PARCELS ON THE LEFT BANK OF THE NAM KHATANG RIVER
Five (5) land parcels were located south/south east of the spillway construction area.
These land parcels are located outside the NTPC concession lands. They have been impacted by the
construction of the temporary access road to the RDFS construction site and by the construction of

the irrigation channel extension.

It is noteworthy to mention that, even prior the spillway construction the above mentioned land,
parcels are exposed to floods as shown in appendix 2 attached.

A series of pictures showing the status and general conditions of the impacted 8 land parcels as of 10
July 2014 is attached as appendix 3.

4. INSTITUTIONAL RESPONSIBILITY FOR IMPLEMENTATION

The complete PAHs compensation process was carried out in full cooperation between:

1. Project Affected Households (PAHs from Ban Sangkeo and Ban That).

2. Village authorities (Ban Sangkeo and Ban That).

3. Resettlement Management Unit (RMU).

4. District Coordination Committee (DCC). The agreement and the nomination by
Gnommalath District Governor of the District Administration Coordination Committee to
support and participate to the PAHs compensation process are attached as appendix 4.

5. NTPC Nakai Resettlement Office (NRO).

6. NTPC Technical Department of PAM Division (TD) for preliminary activities.

6. SURVEY AND VALUATION OF ASSETS

6.1 Overview

Detailed surveys and valuation of impacts were jointly carried out by Gnommalath District
Coordination Committee for District Administration, RMU and NTPC in August 2014.

A map illustrating the range of compensations provided to each PAH is attached as appendix 5 and a
table detailing the valuation of assets and the subscquent compensations according to the best
acceptable alternatives is attached as appendix 6.

The unit rates for cach item to be compensated were defined and agreed with Gnommalath District
authorities. The official notification from Gnommalath District on unit rates to be applied is attached
as appendix 7.

The compensation agreements between each PAH and Gnommalath District/RMU  and
NTPC are attached as appendices 8 to 15.

The eight (8) PAHSs agreed and received compensations in cash. The below table summarizes the cash
compensations - in LAK (Laotian Kips).

6.2 Parcels on the right bank

The three (3) PAHs utilizing the lands located on the right bank of the Nam Kathang and entirely
included in the NTPC Concession Lands have been compensated on the basis of:
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e Permanent loss of assets (i.e. fences, shelters etc...); and
e Loss of one year production

6.3 Parcels on the left bank

'The five (5) PAHs, owning and utilizing lands located south/southcast of the RDFS construction arca
outside the NTPC Concession Lands, have been compensated on the basis of*

Permanent loss of land; and/or

Permanent loss of asscts (i.c. fences, shelters ctc...); and/or

Loss of seven years production; and/or

Loss of one year production; and/or

Compensation for maintenance of plantations not yet productive at effective period of loss.
